Masks and Quarantine Protocols

x  We have returned to normal activities for the 20222023 school
year. Masks are not longer mandated at the school. However, the
school board approved requiring masks when the CDC
community levels for Pulaski County are in the Red Zone.

x Masks are still required when visit.i
Infirmary/Health Center, the Low Vision Clinic and in the serving
line in the cafeteria.

x  Staff and students are sent home for a period of 5 days after
testing positive for COVIEL9. When returning to work or school
they are required to wear masks around others for an additional
5 days to complete a 10 day quarantine period. Staff and
students may need to remain home longer than 5 days if
symptoms have not improved.
